SBCC Digital Image Contest Rules & Guidelines

RULES

. The member must have produced the digital images entered in competition. The major
part of the image must have been captured photographically, either digitally or with film.
Other photographic images by the same member may be combined to create a new
composite image. Artwork by the member may be introduced as long as it does not
become the dominant feature of the image.

. Paid members may submit a maximum of two (2) digital image files for each contest.

. The default image category submitted is Pictorial. Digital images that can be categorized
either as Nature, Photo Travel, Photo Journalism, or Creative shall be so designated
by the participant. Digital image changes, which in some way have been altered with a
digital imaging editing software program of your choice is acceptable providing they meet
the criteria noted on the attached addendum titled Guidelines.

. Scoring for each contest held during the fiscal year will NOT be cumulative. Up to
two (2) image make-ups can submitted at the next competition.

. Image pixel size should not exceed 1020 pixels by 764 pixels in either horizontal or
vertical dimension and should not exceed 250 KB in file size. If your image editing
software supports embedded color spaces it is strongly recommended that images be
submitted with a SRGB embedded color space and saved as a .jpg file.

. Files must be either uploaded to the SBCC web site, WWW.SBCCPHOTO.ORG, or hand
carried via 1.44 MB floppy disk or CD/DVD media to the Digital Competition Chairperson
NO later than the Friday preceding the following Monday contest date. Files that are hand
carried to the Digital Chairperson must be accompanied by information similar to that
which is required for submission on the SBCC web site.

. Digital image files shall be titled with each word separated by an underscore. E.g.;
your _title.jpg Use only alphanumeric characters for titles.

. A digital image winning an "AWARD" or an "HONORABLE MENTION" is no longer
eligible for entry in that division. Any digital image submitted by the same member, so
similar, as to be almost identical to one previously winning an Award or Honorable
mention, regardless of title, will not be eligible for submission in future contests. The
Digital Competition Chairperson will be the sole arbiter of that decision. The member has
the right to request a review of that decision by the SBCC governing board.

. Digital images are evaluated on the basis of (1) IMPACT, (2) COMPOSITION. (3)
TECHNICAL QUALITY, and (4) SUITABILITY for the specific category entered. Digital
images are scored on a point scale of 3 to 9 with ¥z point scoring adjustments allowed.
(Note: The interpretation of impact, composition, quality and suitability is rendered solely
by the judge. Different judges may score the same digital image differently.) A member
must enable the check box on the web submission form if they do not want their digital
image(s) scored but would prefer, instead, to receive COMMENTS only from the judge



10.The highest scoring digital images in each contest shall be designated as "AWARD"
digital images. The next highest scoring digital images in each contest shall be
designated as "HONORABLE MENTION" digital images. Award and Honorable Mention
digital images shall be eligible for the year-end “Shoot-Out” at which time the best images
of the year will be chosen.

11. Digital images entered into each contest may be made available, at the request of the
Digital Competition Chairperson, for the purpose of representing the club at S4C and
PSA digital image interclub contests. The Digital Competition Chairperson shall be
responsible for selecting entries for these competitions. A member must notify the Digital
Competition Chairman if they do not want their digital image(s) to be used in S4C or PSA
interclub contests.

12.The Digital Competition Chairperson shall assist and answer any questions that member
may have regarding contest rules or procedures.

Digital images may be entered into competition in one of the following five categories, Nature,
Photo-Travel, Photojournalism, Pictorial, and Creative.
