For 
example, I plan to name my files Berry_subject.jpg, leading to names such as Berry_pattern.jpg or Berry_missing.jpg 
or Berry_self.jpg.  Your CD should be submitted on or before April 9, 2007.  It may be submitted at the April 9 meeting.  
Judging will occur at the April 23, 2007 meeting. 
 
Basic image correction such as exposure correction, contrast adjustments (dodging/burning), cropping, and 
spot/dust/scratch removal are allowed.
